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Union sharpshuuters fired theit muskets at a lone tunfederate snldler, untll the mmmand cease ﬁnz
was heard. Do not shoot that man -- he is too brave to die! Sergeant Richard Kirkland crawled among the enemy
wounded giving water and aid till he ran out of water. “The Angel of Marye's Heights” returned to
the protection of the stone wall, the sunken road, and his post.
